FOR AN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to revise the penalty for a train blocking a street, road, or
highway under certain circumstances.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:
Section 1. That § 49-16A-119 be amended to read as follows:
49-16A-119. A No standing railroad engine or car may not occupy or block any street, road,

or highway grade crossing for more than twenty consecutive minutes, #f—thepathofany

unless tt

the engine or car is disabled, by accident or otherwise, and cannot be moved without striking
any object or person on track. A violation of this section byaratlroad-corporatron is a Class 2
misdemeanor.
Section 2. That chapter 49-16A be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to
read as follows:
No standing railroad engine or car may block any street, road, or highway grade crossing and
the path of any emergency vehicle making an emergency trip for more than ten consecutive

minutes unless the engine or car is disabled and cannot be moved without striking any object
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or person on the track. A violation of this section is a Class 1 misdemeanor.

Section 3. That chapter 49-16A be amended by adding thereto a NEW SECTION to read
as follows:

No railroad may make crew changes while a train is blocking a street, road, or highway

grade crossing. A violation of this section is a Class 1 misdemeanor.
