Randall Tailwater State Waterfowl Refuge comprises all land and water from Fort Randall Dam downstream to the Nebraska-South Dakota state line within the water's edge and that portion of Randall Creek Recreation Area lying north and east of a line which follows the Army Corps of Engineers access road beginning at the intersection of the access road and the top of the dam grade refuge boundary approximately 1,000 feet northeast of the Fort Randall Chapel historical site; then southeasterly along the access road to the southernmost edge of the campground; then southward along a line to the junction with the Randall Creek Recreation Area boundary fence corner; then southeasterly and easterly along the fence to the water's edge.
