Any symbol must be generic in nature and may not contain the logo of specific businesses. General service sign symbols and the symbols for recreational and cultural interest area signs allowed by the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways, Eleventh Edition, are allowed for use on tourist-oriented directional signs. Any symbol not specifically allowed by the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets and Highways, Eleventh Edition, must be reviewed and approved by the Transportation Commission prior to use.
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
