A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION, Strengthening the sister-state ties between the State of
South Dakota and Taiwan; supporting the signing of a Bilateral Trade Agreement (BTA)
between Taiwan and the United States; and reaffirming support for increasing Taiwan's
international profile.
