1 FORAN ACT ENTITLED, An Act to increase certain license fees for food service, lodging,
2 and campground establishments.
3 BEIT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF SOUTH DAKOTA:
4 Section 1. That § 34-18-9.3 be amended to read as follows:
5 34-18-9.3. Any bed and breakfast establishment operatinginthisstate shall register with the
6 Department of Health. A one-time registration fee of thirty-etght forty-five dollarsis required
7 before a bed and breakfast establishment may be operated. The fee shall be placed in the
8 Department of Health feeaccount. Any changein ownership or location of thebed and breakfast
9 establishment requiresanew registration on aform provided by the department. Theform shall
10  besubmitted to the department along with payment of athity-etght forty-fivedollar registration
11 fee. The department may investigate any complaint made against any bed and breakfast
12 establishment.
13 Section 2. That § 34-18-11 be amended to read as follows:
14 34-18-11. Theannual licensefeefor afood service establishment or alodging establishment

15 shdl beasfollows:
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Food service establishment with no seating, ftiety one hundred five dollars;

Food service establishment with oneto fifty seats, inclusive, erehtndredtwenty one
hundred forty dollars;

Food service establishment with one hundred one or more seats, twehtnerectwenty-

ftve two hundred sixty-five dollars;

V acation home establishment, ferty-five fifty-five dollars;
Specialty resort, forty-five fifty-five dollars; and
Hotel, two dollars and twenty-five sixty-five centsper unit, with aminimum of ferty-

frve fifty-five dollars.

Section 3. That § 34-18-11.1 be amended to read as follows;

34-18-11.1. The annual license fee for acampground is.

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Two to twenty-five campsites, inclusive, seventy-five ninety dollars;

Twenty-six to one hundred campsites, inclusive, ene-hundred-thirteen one hundred
thirty-five dollars;

One hundred oneto two hundred campsites, inclusive, erehuneredtty one hundred
seventy-five dollars;

Two hundred one to three hundred campsites, inclusive, erehundred-erghty-etght

two hundred twenty dollars; and

Three hundred one or more campsites, two-htndred-twenty-five two hundred sixty-

fivedollars.

Section 4. That § 34-18-16 be amended to read as follows:

34-18-16. The annual license fee for a mobile food service establishment shall be thirty-
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etght forty-five dollars.

Section 5. That § 34-18-17 be amended to read as follows:

34-18-17. Each owner of a temporary food service establishment shall secure a license
before beginning the operation of the establishment after making proper application on aform
provided by the department and accompanied by the proper license fee. The license fee for a
temporary food service establishment shall be thirty-etght fifty dollars. Any business which
offersfood at no cost or consideration not more than three times in any calendar year and no
more than three consecutive days at any given time in conjunction with a grand opening,
promotion, or specia product showing isexempt from the licensing and license fee provisions
of this chapter. Such exemption from the licensing and license fee provisions does not release
the owner of the establishment from compliance with the public health requirements of this
chapter and the rules promulgated pursuant to this chapter. If the secretary is satisfied that the
temporary food service establishment is in compliance with this chapter and the rules
promulgated pursuant to this chapter, the secretary shall issue alicensefor thirty daysfrom the

date of issuance.
