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The number of concurrent resolutions introduced in both houses in 2020 was 29. This was 9 more
than was introduced in 2019. Twenty-one of the concurrent resolutions introduced in 2019 were
adopted.

There were 3 House joint resolutions and 3 Senate joint resolutions introduced in 2019. The number
of joint resolutions introduced was six less than introduced in 2019. None of the joint resolutions
introduced in 2020 were adopted.

There were two House resolutions and two Senate introduced in 2020. Two of the resolutions
introduced in 2020 were adopted.

There were 33 House commemorations and 32 Senate commemorations introduced in the 2020
Legislature. The number of commemorations introduced was 11 less than introduced in 2019. The
highest number of commemorations introduced in a legislative session occurred in 2013 with 132
commemorations introduced in both houses.

FY 2000 General Appropriations Act was amended by the 2000 Legislature to increase General Funds from $750,858,528
to $764,532,081, an increase of $13,673,553.

FY 2001 General Appropriations Act was amended by the 2001 Legislature to increase General Funds by $1,351,120 from
$794,410,705 to $795,761,825 and to increase Other Funds by $2,600,000 from $591,492,873 to $594,092,873

FY 2002 General Appropriations Act was amended by the 2002 Legislature to increase General Funds by $1,487,000 from
$849,398,481 to $850,885,481, to increase Other Funds by $1,122,447 from $643,238,515 to $644,360,962, and to increase
Federal Funds by $587,000 from $981,973,790 to $982,560,790.

FY 2004 General Appropriations Act was amended by the 2003 Legislature during its Special Session to increase
appropriations by $5,516,355 from all funds. This included $500,000 from General Funds, $500,000 from Other Funds, and
$4,515,355 from Federal Funds. The 2004 Legislature further amended the FY2004 General Appropriations Act by reducing
appropriations by a net $28,385,663 from all funds. This included a reduction of $52,484,358 from General Funds and an
increase of $24,098,695 from Federal Funds.

FY 2005 General Appropriations Act was amended by the 2005 Legislature by increasing appropriations by a net
$17,421,607 from all funds. This included $633,125 from the General Funds, $3,258,732 from Federal Funds, and
$13,529,750 from Other Funds. A total of $3,105,043 from all funds was reappropriated from FY 2004 to FY 2005.

FY 2006 General Appropriations Act was amended by the 2006 Legislature by increasing appropriations by $9,562,768 from
all funds. This included $1,208,296 from General Funds, $4,708,072 from Federal Funds, and $3,646,400 from Other Funds.
FY 2007 General Appropriations Act was amended by the 2007 Legislature by increasing appropriations by $19,551,896
from all funds. This included $1,114,638 from General Funds, $2,017,458 from Federal Funds, and $16,419,800 from Other
Funds.

FY 2008 General Appropriations Act was amended by the 2008 Legislature by increasing appropriations by $11,824,064
from all funds. This included an increase of $8,807,605 from General Funds, $3,820,000 from Federal Funds, and a decrease
of $803,541 in Other Funds.

FY 2009 General Appropriations Act was amended by the 2009 Legislature by increasing appropriations by $51,445,062
from all funds. This included an increase of $117,910,306 from federal stimulus funding, an increase of $125,000 from non-
stimulus federal funding; an increase of $5,007,393 from Other Funds; and a decrease of $71,597,637 from General Funds.
FY2010 General Appropriations Act was amended in 2010 with an increase of $124,278,690 from all funds. This included a
decrease of $5,515,119 from General Funds, an increase of $100,921,999 from Federal Funds, and an increase of
$28,871,810 from Other Funds.

FY 2011 General Appropriations Act was amended in 2011 with an increase of $43,617,148 from all funds. This included a
decrease of $5,743,913 from General Funds, an increase of $32,774,232 from Federal Funds, and an increase of $26,586,829
from Other Funds.

FY 2012 General Appropriations Act was amended in 2012 by two separate pieces of legislation, SB 48 and HB 1137
appropriated an additional $30,779,066 in General Funds, $7,568,280 in Federal Funds, and $25,016,351 in Other Funds.
Additionally, the Legislature approved a transfer of $1,000,000 from the General Fund to the Cement Plant Retirement
Fund and transfer of $5,000,000 from the General Fund to the Railroad Trust Fund.

FY 2013 General Appropriations Act was amended in 2013 by two separate pieces of legislation. SB 90 and HB 1060
appropriated an additional $23,311,489 in General Funds, $4,610,380 in Federal Funds, and $21,444,473 in Other Funds.
Additionally, the Legislature approved transfers from the General Fund of $2,000,000 to the South Dakota Cement Plant
Retirement Fund, $500,000 for Research Commerce Grants, $2,000,000 for Future Fund Grants, and $1,000,000 to the
Tobacco Reduction and Prevention Fund.

FY 2014 General Appropriations Act was amended in 2014 by HB 1040 which reduced the General Fund appropriation by $
19,515,229 reduced the Federal Fund appropriation by $34,287,743 and increased the other fund spending authority by $
13,718,844. The reductions were the result of lower Medicaid numbers, lower state aid to education figures, and the
establishment of a contingency fund for the Medicaid program (SB 177).
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FY 2015 General Appropriations Act was amended in 2015 by SB 55 which reduced the General Fund appropriation by
$16,560,657, reduced the Federal Fund appropriation by $ 3,872,289, and increased the other fund spending authority by
$38,977,625.

FY 2016 General Appropriations Act was amended in 2016 by SB48 which reduced the General Fund appropriation by
$12,949,699, reduced the Federal fund appropriation by $3,435,906, and increased the other fund spending authority by
$6,747,644.

FY 2017 General Appropriations Act was amended in 2017 by SB32 which reduced the General Fund appropriation by
$40,961,553, reduced the Federal fund appropriation by $4,268,346, and increased the other fund spending authority by
$7,596,525.

FY 2018 General Appropriations Act was amended in 2018 by HB 1044 which increased the General Fund appropriations
by $6,112,918, increased the Federal Fund appropriations by $9,530,782 and increased the other fund spending authority
by $19,894,371. Additionally, the FY 2018 General appropriations Act included a transfer from the State General Fund for
$1,615,000 to the State Animal Disease Research and Diagnostic Laboratory Bond Redemption and Operations Fund. FY
2018 General Appropriations Act also includes two transfers out of the State General Fund: 1) $3,350,000 to the State
Animal Disease Research and Diagnostic Laboratory Bond Redemption and Operations Fund; and 2) $900,000 to the
Precision Agriculture Fund.

FY 2019 General Appropriations Act was amended in 2019 by SB 180 which includes two transfers out of the State
General Fund: 1) $5,000,000 to the Rural Broadband Fund; and 2) $4,620,920 to the Radio Communication Fund.

FY 2020 General Appropriations Act was amended in 2020 by SB 193, which revises SB 38, an act to revise the General
Appropriations Act for fiscal year 2020. SB 38, previously enacted by the 2020 Legislature, amended the FY 2020 General
Appropriations Act and FY 2020 General Fund receipts as approved by the 2019 Legislature. For FY 2020, the enrolled
version of SB 193 creates an increase of $89,644,852 in Federal Fund authority.

FY 2021 General Appropriations Act was enacted in 2020 by HB 1294.
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
